
Pursuant to the legislation of the Republic of Serbia, the policy of the European Investment Bank described in the Bank's Guide to Procurement and the Bidding Documents, the Employer’s Public Procurement Commission has created this 

BID EVALUATION REPORT

for public procurement No. IOP/7-2012/C/3 – TENDER NO. 3
Purchaser: PIU Research and Development Ltd., Belgrade, Nemanjina 22-26.

Subject of the procurement: The procurement of consumable materials for the scientific and research organizations organized into 140 lots, Tender no. 3. 
Type of procedure: An open international procedure based on the Decision on Initiating Procedure No. 5606 of 9 November 2012 and the Decision on Amending the Decision on Initiating procedure No. 5782 of 26 November 2012, under Article 7 Paragraph 1 Item 2(b) of the Public Procurement Act (Official Gazette of the Republic of Serbia, No. 116/08).
Estimated value: The total estimated value of the procurement of consumable materials for the scientific and research organisations, Tender No. 3, on the day of passing the Decision on Initiating the Procedure, is EUR 1,005,135.81 (excluding VAT) and is based on the estimated values of individual lots, listed in Lot Specification No. 5494 of 5 November and Lot Specification No. 5772 of 26 November 2012, which are a constituent part of the Decision on Initiating Procedure No. 5606 of 9 November 2012 and the Decision on Amending the Decision on Initiating procedure No. 5782 of 26 November 2012.
Due to the Amendment of the tender documents performed during the implementation of the procurement procedure, which implied the addition and abolition of lots, adding and deleting items, as well as the transfer of items from one lot to another, the estimated value of the procurement at the time of the bid evaluation is EUR 1,215,706.21 (excluding VAT), which was based on the estimated value of the individual lots in compliance with the amendments and listed in the Tabular report, which is an integral part of this report.

A public invitation for bids was published in the Official Gazette of the Republic of Serbia, No. 107/12 of 9 November 2012, the Official Journal of the European Union and on the Purchaser’s web site.
The bid opening procedures were conducted on the Purchaser’s premises, PIU Research and Development Ltd., Belgrade, Makenzijeva St. No. 24 from 25 to 26 December 2012 starting at 1:00 p.m. by a Public Procurement Commission established in the Commission Establishment Decision No. 5607 of 9 November 2012 with the following composition:

The President of the Commission, Miloš Vojnović, Bachelor of Economy, and Member of the Commission Marija Stanisavljević, Bachelor of Psychology, did not attend the bid opening procedures.

The Commission kept Minutes of the Opening of the Bids notified under numbers: 6466 and 6468 of 25 December 2012, and 6542 and 6544 of 26 December 2012, which were posted on the Employer’s website immediately after compiling and are enclosed with this report. These contain information on the following:
· Date of the opening of the bids;

· Numbers, names and estimated values of the lots for which the opening procedure is being conducted;

· Names of the bidders who submitted their bids in a timely manner;

· Information on untimely bids;

· Relevant information from the submitted bids;

· Notes of the Public Procurement Commission; 

· Remarks by the Bidders’ authorised representatives;

· Signatures of the present authorised representatives of the Bidders.

The bid evaluation criterion is the lowest evaluated tender price. 

Bids are ranked from the lowest price to the highest. The bid with the lowest offered bid price is the most favourable.

If only one bidder submits a bid for a particular lot and if it does not contain all the items, the Employer may award the contract to that bidder, provided that the prices of the offered items do not exceed the comparable market prices.

If several bidders submit bids for a certain lot and none of them contain all the items, the Employer may choose the bid that contains the largest number of items provided that the prices of the offered items do not exceed the comparable market prices.

These regulations apply to all lots.

The Commission conducted a bid examination and technical evaluation procedure from 27 December until 18 January 2013 in line with Section I of the Bidding Documents – Instructions to Bidders Item E Evaluation and Comparison of Bids, which stipulates that a responsive bid is a bid that is compliant with all the conditions, terms and specifications of the Bidding Documents without any material deviation, reservation or omission and in line with Section III of the Bidding Documents - Evaluation and Qualification Criteria Item 2 Postqualification Requirements, which implies that after determining the lowest-evaluated bid in accordance with ITB Sub-clause 36.1, the Employer carries out the postqualification of the Bidders in accordance with ITB, Clause 37, using only the requirements specified in the Bidding Documents.
The bid examination and professional evaluation procedure was carried out in phases, in line with the relevant provisions in the Bidding Documents, in the following manner:
1. Checking the correctness of the calculations in the bids and error correction 

2. Checking the completeness of the items offered

3. Ranking the complete bids by price

4. If all the bids are incomplete, ranking bids in terms of completeness

5. Checking the administrative compliance of the bids with the lowest prices or bids with the largest number of items (if there are no complete bids) by lot

6. If the said bids are administratively compliant, their comparison with the estimated values, i.e. current market prices – so-called financial compliance – follows

7. If the said bids are not administratively compliant, checking the next ranked bid in terms of the administrative and financial aspect follows
8. If the best ranked bids are administratively and financially compliant and the offered prices are in the range or lower than the estimated or market prices, the Commission gives a contract award recommendation

9. If no bid was submitted or no bid within a lot is administratively or financially compliant, the Commission gives a recommendation on a negotiation procedure 

Besides this report, the results of the bid examination and professional evaluation procedure are presented in the Tabular Report, which is enclosed with and is a constituent part of this report, and which contains all the relevant information about the public procurement procedure in question, primarily information about:

· Lot number and name;

· Bidder’s name;

· Number of requested items;

· Number of offered items;

· Estimated value;

· Price offered;

· Price confirmed;

· Remarks and recommendations by the Commission;

· Bid’s selected value;

· Name and number of lots for which no bid was submitted.
