Response to question 7:

Documentation proving the compliance of the Bidder with eligibility requirements (certificates issued by the bank, tax administration, litigation history..), can be submitted in other languages ​​depending on the country of issuance, but in this case it is necessary to submit an accurate translation of the relevant paragraphs, proving the compliance with the requirements, to official language of the Tender, Serbian. The translation does not have to be performed by a sworn translator. The translation of documentation submitted with the Bid does not have to be accompanied by an “Apostille” certificate.

It is sufficient to submit original/certified copy of the required documents with their accurate translation to the language of the Bid, Serbian.
