Question nº 13

Regarding the balance reports mentioned in item 4 on the Financial Capacity, page 29, 30/116:

Is it enough to submit a short excerpt of the balance sheets of the requested years, or is it necessary to submit a detailed report?

If you require a detailed report, then in the case of foreign companies, is it enough to submit a translation of the excerpt into Serbian, together with the detailed report in the original language.

In general, the experience mentioned in point 1a and the Financial Capacity mentioned in item 4 are proven by means of the following documents.
It is necessary to submit the following documents:

- valid reports on the balance sheet and the cash flow balance, together with the opinion of an authorized auditor (in the case of middle-size companies) for the last 3 (three) years, proving the stable financial position and the long-term profitability of the bidder.

Question nº 14

Excuse me if I insist on this issue, but there have not been clearly explained the conditions for the following documentation.

Regarding the Requirements for subcontractors, page 31/116, the following is requested:
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Requirements for the subcontractor

All the subcontractors must submit the evidence from item 5 in order to prove they do not belong to any category that might exclude them from participating in the acquisition procedure.
Each subcontractor must have executed similar of the same kind that will be provided at the building object, i.e. similar by size and complexity – Specific experience.
The subcontracted value cannot exceed 50% of the contract value. 

The Specific Experience is described in point 2.3, page 27/116

b
Specifically:

- that in the last five years it has performed main projects with a minimal built surface of 15,000 (fifteen thousand) m2 of objects with public or industrial destination (administration buildings, schools, sanitary or pharmaceutical facilities, police and army facilities), out of which two main projects referred to building with a minimal built surface of 5000 m2.

(Qualification form 3.5.3 and 3.5.3A)

- that it possesses a quality standard certificate ISO 9001

The Bidder must prove that by submitting a copy of the quality standard certificate ISO 9001.

- that the Leading Partner of the Bidding Consortium or any member of the Common Bid has an authorization issued by the Institution of the Competent Ministry in charge of the elaboration of the main project for fire protection (Law on Fire Protection "Official Gazette of the Republic of Serbia nº 111/2009)

The Bidder must prove it by submitting a copy of the aforementioned authorization.

However, item 10.2, page 24/116 of the Technical Documentation for Subcontractors, besides forms 3.5.3. and 3.5.3A, requires as well forms 3.4.1, 3.4.2, 3.5.1 and 3.5.8.
3.4.1. – k. Does "associated company" mean subcontractor?

3.4.2. – clear

3.5.1. – not clear. Are subcontractors required to submit ALL the forms of the list or only those required from subcontractors – Specific experience 3.5.3 and 3.5.3A?
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Form 3.5.1.
Submission of information on qualification
According to clause 3 of the Instructions for Bidders, the Bidder must include in his offer all information confirming that it qualifies for the project. The information submitted in this annex must include but not limited to the following:

(i.) Excerpt from the Judicial Register or any other register, proving that the Bidder was registered to perform the respective activities in the country where it was registered.
According to clause 3 of the Instructions for Bidders and Section 2.3 "Qualification Data", it is necessary to submit all the requested information, including the following forms:
