2. FINANCING

The project is co-financed by the Council of Europe Development Bank CEB, in accordance with the rules of the Regional Housing Programme, and the City of Belgrade.
All payments financed by donor funds within the Regional Housing Programme are exempt from VAT. 
3. PARTICIPATION 

3.1. Participation is open to all economic operators fulfilling the following mandatory requirements/eligibility criteria:
3.1.1. It is registered with the competent body;

3.1.2. It or its legal representative have not been convicted for any criminal act as members of an organized criminal group; that it has not been convicted for crimes against commerce, crimes against environment, crime of receiving or offering bribe, crime of fraud;

3.1.3. It has paid due taxes and other public charges in accordance with laws of the Republic of Serbia or a foreign country if its registered address is in its territory;

3.1.4. It has valid permit issued by competent body to carry out economic activity which is the subject of public procurement, if such permit is stipulated by special regulation;

3.1.5. It fulfilled obligations under applicable legislation concerning safety at work, employment and working conditions, protection of environment, and that it securities that it holds the rights to intellectual property.
3.2. Tenderer proves fulfilment of requirements referred to in sub clause 3.1 by supplying the following documents:

3.2.1. Excerpt from register of the competent authority (legal persons and entrepreneurs Agency for Business Registers (ABR) or other national competent body) 

3.2.2. Certificate of the competent court:

Legal persons: 1) Excerpt from criminal record, or a certificate of basic court in whose territory the headquarter of the domestic legal entity or head office or branch offices of foreign legal entities is, which confirms that the legal person has not been convicted for crimes against the commerce, crimes against the environment, the crime of receiving or giving bribes, the crime of fraud, 2) Excerpt from the criminal records of the Special Department for Organized Crime of the Higher Court in Belgrade , confirming that the legal person has not been convicted for any of the crimes of organized crime; 3) Excerpt from the criminal record, or certificate from the police department, confirming that the legal representative of the tenderer has not been convicted for crimes against the commerce, crimes against the environment, the crime of receiving or giving bribes, the crime of fraud and one of the crimes of the organized crime. If a provider has more legal representatives it is required to provide evidence for each of them. 
Natural persons: Excerpt from the criminal record, or certificate from the police department, confirming that it is not convicted of any of the offenses as a member of an organized criminal group or has been sentenced for crimes against the commerce, crimes against the environment, the crime of receiving or giving bribes, the crime of fraud);

Document cannot be older than two months before the opening of tenders.

3.2.3. Certificate of the competent tax authority and organization for compulsory social insurance (For Serbia: certificate of the Tax Administration of the Ministry of Finance that the tenderer has settled due taxes and other levies and certificate of the competent local self-government administration for liabilities arising from local public revenues); 

Document cannot be older than two months before the opening of tenders.
3.2.4. Copy of the permit(s) referenced in chapter 3.1.4 above, if required by the law of the Country of the Purchaser;
3.2.5. Signed and verified letter from the tenderer, on the memorandum, stating that it fulfills obligations under applicable legislation concerning safety at work, employment and working conditions, protection of environment, and that it securities that it holds the rights to intellectual property.
3.3. The eligibility requirement detailed in sub-clause 3.1, applies also to all members of a joint venture/consortium and all subcontractors, except the requirement from sub-clause 3.1.4 that applies only to member of joint venture/consortium or subcontractor that actually performs the task for witch special permit is required.
3.4. Documents stated in the sub-clause 3.2 may be submitted as an uncertified copy. Contracting Authority, before making an award decision, may require that the tenderer, whose tender was evaluated as the most favourable, presents the original or a certified copy of specific or all of the submitted documents.
3.5. If the tenderer doesn't present the original or a certified copy of the documents required within the period given by the Contracting Authority which cannot be less than 5 days, the Contracting Authority will reject his offer as unacceptable.
3.6. If the tenderer doesn't provide some of the documents required in the sub-clause 3.2, Contracting Authority shall not reject the tender as unacceptable, if the respective data is publicly available.
3.7. If the required documents cannot be issued in the country of origin of the Tenderer, the Tenderer may, instead of the document, submit a written statement, made under penalty of perjury, certified before a judicial or administrative authority, a notary public or other competent authority of that State.

3.8. The upper limit authorised for subcontracting is 50 % of the value of the tender.

4. ONLY ONE TENDER PER TENDERER
A company may not tender for a given contract both individually and as a member of a joint venture/consortium. Participation by a tenderer in more than one tender for a contract will result in the disqualification of all those tenders for that contract in which the party is involved. The same company may only participate as subcontractor.

5. TENDER EXPENSES
5.1. The tenderer will bear all costs associated with preparing and submitting the tender. The Contracting Authority will not be responsible or liable for such costs, whatever the conduct or outcome of the procedure.
5.2. The Contracting Authority will neither be responsible for, nor cover, any expenses or losses incurred by the tenderer through site visits or any other aspect of its tender.
6. SITE VISITS 
6.1. The visit to the site of the works and its surroundings is mandatory for the tenderers for the purpose of assessing, at own responsibility, expense and risk, the factors necessary for preparing the tender. Date, time and place are given in the procurement notice, point 21 a).
6.2. A clarification meeting and a site visit be held by the Contracting Authority Date, time and place are given in the procurement notice, point 21 a).

9. MODIFICATIONS TO TENDER DOCUMENTS
9.1. The Contracting Authority may amend the tender documents by publishing modifications up to 9 days before the deadline for submitting tenders.

9.2. Each modification published will constitute a part of the tender documents and will be published on the following website: www.piu.rs 

9.3. The Contracting Authority may, as necessary and in accordance with Clause 18, extend the deadline for submitting tenders to give tenderers sufficient time to take modifications into account when preparing their tenders.
TENDER PREPARATION

10. LANGUAGE OF TENDERS

10.1. The tender and all correspondence and documents related to the tender exchanged by the tenderer and the Contracting Authority must be written in the language of the procedure, which is English and Serbian language. Tenderers can choose one of these languages. All correspondence related to payments including invoices and interim must be sent to the Contracting Authority in Serbian.
10.2. If supporting documents are not written in the language of the procedure, a translation into Serbian or English Language must be attached. 

10.3. General and Particular conditions of Contract must be written in English and Serbian languages, while in case of discrepancy the governing language is English. 
11. CONTENT AND PRESENTATION OF TENDER
11.1. Tenders must satisfy the following conditions:

11.1.1. Tenders must comprise the documents and information in clause 12 below.

11.1.2. The tender must be signed by a person or persons empowered by power of attorney submitted in accordance with Form 4.3 in Volume 1, Section 4 of the tender dossier.

11.1.3. The relevant pages of the documents specified in clause 12 must be signed as indicated.
11.1.4. The tenderer must provide all documents required by the tender dossier. All such documents, without exception, must comply strictly with these conditions and provisions and contain no amendments made by the tenderer. Tenders which do not comply with the requirements of the tender dossier may be rejected.

11.2. The works are not divided into lots
12. INFORMATION/DOCUMENTS TO BE SUPPLIED BY THE TENDERER
12.1. All tenders must comprise the following information and duly completed documents:
12.1.1. Tender form and Appendix to Tender, using the forms provided in Volume 1, section 2;

12.1.2. Documentation as required in the questionnaire in Volume 1, Section 4, including all forms attached;

12.1.3. The forms provided in Volume 3:— Bill of Quantities;

12.1.4. Copies of the most recent document showing the organization chart, legal status and place of registration of the tenderer's headquarters, a power of attorney empowering the person signing the tender and all related documentation. These documents must follow the forms in Volume 1, Section 4 of the tender dossier:

· general information about the tenderer (Form 4.1)

· organisation chart (Form 4.2)

· power of attorney (Form 4.3).

12.1.5. Evidence showing that the liquid assets and access to credit facilities are adequate for this contract, confirmed by a financial statement for the last three years verified by an auditor for legal entities, which are obliged to have audit conducted, and for those legal entities which are not obliged to have audit conducted, financial statements are submitted without the opinion of authorized auditor.  This evidence must be provided using Form 4.4, Financial statement, in Volume 1, Section 4 of the tender documents.

12.1.6. Financial projections for the two years ahead. This information must follow Form 4.4, Financial statement, provided in accordance with Volume 1, Section 4 of the tender documents.

12.1.7. Financial identification form (Form 4.5a, Volume 1) and Legal Entity File (Form 4.5b, Volume 1). – Not applicable
12.1.8. Information about the tenderer’s technical qualifications. This information must follow the forms in Volume 1, Section 4 of the tender documents and include:

· a presentation of the tenderer’s staff, including the total number of staff employed (Form 4.6.1.1),

· a list of the staff proposed for execution of the contract (Form 4.6.1.2),  which has to contain staff mentioned in clause 12.2 sub-clause 2 of these Instructions, with the resumes of key staff (4.6.1.3),

· a list of plant and equipment for execution of the contract which must include plant and equipment listed in Section 12.2 sub-close 3 of this Instruction. The tenderer must indicate whether this equipment is owned, rented. (Form 4.6.2);

· a work plan with brief descriptions of the main tasks (Form 4.6.3), showing the sequence and proposed timetable for implementing the tasks. In particular, the proposal must detail the works to be constructed. The tenderer must also submit a comprehensive method statement, with drawings if necessary, showing the methods by which it proposes to carry out the works. In particular, the tenderer must indicate the numbers, types and capacities of the plant and staff it proposes to use on the main areas of work (Form 4.6.3);

· a critical milestone bar chart showing times and duties allocated for employees for this contract (Form 4.6.3);

· data on subcontractors and the percentage of works to be subcontracted (Form 4.6.3);

· evidence of relevant experience in carrying out works of a similar nature, including the nature and value of the contracts, works in hand and contractually committed, which must contain the references stated in clause 12.2 sub-clause 1 b) of these Instructions (Form 4.6.4).;

· an outline of the quality assurance system(s) to be used (Form 4.6.6).

12.1.9. Proof documents, declarations and undertakings according to clauses 3.1-3.8 above. These documents should cover all members of a joint venture/consortium, all subcontractors as stated, according to the annotations of every form. .

12.2. In order to be eligible for the award of the contract, tenderers must provide evidence that they meet the selection criteria. This must be provided by tenderers using the forms described in 12.1 above and any additional forms tenderers may wish to use.

If a tender is submitted by a joint venture/consortium, unless specified, the selection criteria will be applied to the joint venture/consortium as a whole.
The selection criteria for each tenderer are as follows: 
1. Economic and financial capacity of the candidate 
The Tenderer shall meet the following minimum criteria:

a) General: Turnover as prime contractor (defined as billing for works in progress and completed) over the last three years (2013, 2014, 2015) of 10.000.000 EURO in total in the execution of construction, extension and reconstruction.
The lead partner of joint venture/consortium shall meet not less than 50 percent of this selection criteria
Evidence: Form 4.4. Financial report
2. Technical capacity of the candidate
 The Tenderer shall meet the following minimum criteria:

a) Particular: Experience in performing construction works as prime contractor on at least two (2) projects of similar nature and/or complexity as this contract – construction, upgrading or reconstruction until complete functionality of housing, business, business-housing, housing-business, public facilities or industry (administration, education, health, judiciary, army, police), with the exception of the facilities of the following type: halls, hangars, roofed areas, garage, all involving a minimum construction area of 10,000m2 (ten thousand square meters) of newly-built, extended and/or reconstructed area within the past five years (2011, 2012, 2013, 2014, 2015).

b) Each member of a Joint Venture/consortium and each Subcontractor must be able to show fully completed works, according to the type of work which will be performed by such member in this project, on at least 1 (one) housing, business, business-housing, housing-business, public facilities or industry (administration, education, health, judiciary, army, police), with the exception of the facilities of the following type: halls, hangars, roofed areas, garage, all involving a minimum construction area of 10,000m2 (five thousand square meters) of newly-built, extended and/or reconstructed area within the past five years (2011, 2012, 2013, 2014, 2015).
Evidence: Form 4.6.4. Contractor’s experience
3. Professional Capacity of the candidate 
The Tenderer shall meet the following minimum criteria:
a) The tenderer shall name personnel that will be engaged in the project (Form 4.6.1.2.) in accordance to the below listed positions, while each of the personnel listed should comply with the minimum requirements given in the table below.

In the case of a foreign Tenderer or a Tenderer engaging foreign staff, such Tenderer shall, in the event of being awarded contract, engage solely persons holding operation licenses that are in compliance with the regulations of the Republic of Serbia issued by Serbian Chamber of Engineers.
Note: The Contracting Authority reserves the right to request the Tenderers to additionally provide, for all technical staff hired at the project, the following documents: 
· Copies of the requested licenses;

· Copies of certificates issued by employers or letter of recommendation or requested contracts which prove the professional experience. 
In case of Key Experts together with the resume it is necessary to submit the copies of employment contracts and copies of licenses, copies of employer’s certificates or letters of recommendation or the actual contracts which prove experience stated in their resumes. 
4. Capacity of the candidate related to the mechanisation and equipment 
The Tenderer should possess, or provide access to mechanisation and equipment in full working order, which is planned to be used for the Execution of works.

Note: Contracting Authority keeps his right to ask the tenderer to additionally provide the following documentation:

· Inventory list of means for 2015,

· Contracts on renting the equipment. 

5. Financial Position. 
The Tenderer shall demonstrate, by a document issued by the business bank, that it has access to, or has available, unencumbered real assets, lines of credit, and other financial means sufficient to meet the construction cash flow for the contract for a period of min. 14 (fourteen) months, which is estimated (money flow) to the value of not less than EUR 1.5 million EUR.  
12.3. Tenders submitted by companies in partnerships forming a joint venture/consortium must also fulfil the following requirements:

· The tender must include all the information required in 12.1 above for each member of the joint tender/consortium and summary data for execution of works by the tenderer. 
· The tender must be signed in a way that legally binds all members. One member must be appointed lead member and that appointment confirmed by submission of powers of attorney signed by legally empowered signatories representing all members. See Form 4.3 in Volume 1, Section 4 and the Tender Form. 
· All members of the joint venture/consortium are bound to remain in the joint venture/consortium for the whole execution period of the contract. See the declaration in the tender form.
13. TENDER PRICES

13.1. The currency of the tender is the euro (EUR).
13.2. The tenderer must provide a Bill of Quantities. The tender price must cover all works as described in the tender documents. All sums in the Bill of Quantities, the questionnaire and other documents must also be expressed in this currency EUR, with the exception of originals of bank and annual financial statements.

Tenderers must quote all components of the Bill of Quantities. No payment will be made for items without quoted cost; such items will be deemed to be covered by other items on the Bill of Quantities.  Prices do not include taxes and fiscal duties.

13.3. Tenderers are not permitted to offer a discount.
14. PERIOD OF VALIDITY OF TENDERS
14.1. Tenders must remain valid for a period of 90 days after the deadline for submitting tenders indicated in the Procurement notice, or as amended in accordance with Clauses 9 and/or 18.

14.2. In exceptional circumstances, the Contracting Authority may, before the validity period expires, request that tenderers extend the validity of tenders for a specific period, which may not exceed 40 days. Such requests and the responses to them must be made in writing. A tenderer may refuse to comply with such a request without forfeiting its tender security while its tender becomes invalid. If the tenderer decides to accept the request, it may not amend its tender and it is bound to extend the validity of its tender security for the revised period of validity of the tender.

14.3. The tender of the successful tenderer must remain valid for additional 60 days. This period is added to the validity period, irrespective of the date of Contract award notification. 

15. TENDER SECURITY

15.1. The tenderer must provide, as a part of its tender, a tender security in the form set out in Volume 1, Section 3 The tender security must be in the amount of 211.100,00 euros (EUR).  The original tender security must be included in the original tender. Every tender which does not contain an acceptable tender security, the Contracting Authority shall reject as incorrect. 

15.2. It must be provided in the form of a tender security.  Resident tenderers shall submit the securities from domestic solvent banks. For non-resident tenderers the securities of foreign banks which have rating no lower than BBB+ (Baa1), shall be acceptable. In case that the foreign bank has lower rating than the requested the non-resident tenderer will be obliged to, together with the foreign bank's security, provide the counter security from a domestic bank acceptable to the Contracting Authority.  

In case that the non-resident tenderer submits the foreign bank's security acceptable to the Contracting Authority, he is obliged to submit it through the corresponding bank in the Republic of Serbia. 

Contracting Authority preserves his right to, in case of change of rating of the bank during the duration of the contract with the tenderer, demand the change of the security or demand the counter security of the acceptable bank. 

15.3. The tender security must remain valid for 60 days beyond the expiration of period of validity of the tender, including any extensions, and be issued to the Contracting Authority for the requisite amount.

15.4. The tender security of unsuccessful tenderers will be returned together with the information letter that the tenderer has been unsuccessful.

15.5. The tender security of the successful tenderer must be released when the tenderer has signed the contract and provided the requisite performance security.

22. EVALUATING TENDERS

They may in no circumstances alter or try to change the price or content of the tender, except to correct arithmetical errors discovered by the Contracting Authority when analysing tenders.

22.1. Examination of the administrative compliance of tenders

On signing the contract, the successful tenderer will become the Contractor. The contract will enter into force on the day of submission of Performance security.

Resident tenderers shall submit the securities from domestic solvent banks.

26.4. Cancellation may occur where:

· the tender procedure has been unsuccessful, namely where no qualitatively or financially worthwhile tender has been received or there has been no valid response at all;

· the economic or technical parameters of the project have been fundamentally altered;

· exceptional circumstances or force majeure render normal execution of the project impossible;

· all technically compliant tenders exceed the financial resources available to maximum Contract Budget as per notice;

· there have been irregularities in the procedure, in particular where these have prevented fair competition;

· the award is not in compliance with sound financial management, i.e. does not respect the principles of economy, efficiency and effectiveness (e.g. the price proposed by the tenderer to whom the contract is to be awarded is objectively disproportionate with regard to the price of the market.

In no event will the Contracting Authority be liable for any damages whatsoever including, without limitation, damages for loss of profits, in any way connected with the cancellation of a tender procedure, even if the Contracting Authority has been informed of the possibility of damage. Publication of a contract notice does not commit the Contracting Authority to implement the programme or project announced.

28. ETHICS CLAUSES

28.1. Any attempt by a candidate or tenderer to obtain confidential information, enter into unlawful agreements with competitors or influence the committee or the Contracting Authority during the process of examining, clarifying, evaluating and comparing tenders will lead to the rejection of its candidacy or tender and may result in administrative penalties.

28.2. Without the Contracting Authority’s prior written authorisation, the Contractor and its staff or any other company with which the Contractor is associated or linked may not, even on an ancillary or subcontracting basis, supply other services, carry out works or supply equipment for the project. This also applies to any other programmes or projects that could, owing to the nature of the contract, give rise to a conflict of interest on the part of the Contractor.

28.3. When putting forward a candidacy or tender, the candidate or tenderer must declare that it is not affected by any conflict of interest, and that it has no equivalent relation in that respect with other tenderers or parties involved in the project. Should such a situation arise during execution of the contract, the Contractor must immediately inform the Contracting Authority.

28.4. The Contractor must at all times act impartially and as a faithful adviser in accordance with the code of conduct of its profession. It must refrain from making public statements about the project or services without the Contracting Authority’s prior approval. It may not commit the Contracting Authority in any way without its prior written consent.

28.5. For the duration of the contract, the Contractor and its staff must respect human rights and undertake not to offend the political, cultural and religious mores of the beneficiary state.

28.6. The Contractor may accept no payment connected with the contract other than that provided for therein. The Contractor and its staff must not exercise any activity or receive any advantage inconsistent with their obligations to the Contracting Authority.

28.7. The Contractor and its staff are obliged to maintain professional secrecy for the entire duration of the contract and after its completion. All reports and documents drawn up or received by the Contractor are confidential.

28.8. The contract governs the Parties’ use of all reports and documents drawn up, received or presented by them during execution of the contract.

28.9. The Contractor must refrain from any relationship likely to compromise its independence or that of its staff. If the Contractor ceases to be independent, the Contracting Authority may, regardless of injury, terminate the contract without further notice and without the Contractor having any claim to compensation.

28.10. The Council of Europe Development Bank reserves the right to suspend or cancel project financing if corrupt practices of any kind are discovered at any stage of the award process and if the Contracting Authority fails to take all appropriate measures to remedy the situation. For the purposes of this provision, ‘corrupt practices’ are the offer of a bribe, gift, gratuity or commission to any person as an inducement or reward for performing or refraining from any act relating to the award of a contract or implementation of a contract already concluded with the Contracting Authority.

28.11. All tenders will be rejected or contracts terminated if it emerges that the award or execution of a contract has given rise to unusual commercial expenses. Unusual commercial expenses are commissions not mentioned in the main contract or not stemming from a properly concluded contract referring to the main contract, commissions not paid in return for any actual and legitimate service, commissions remitted to a tax haven, commissions paid to a recipient who is not clearly identified or commissions paid to a company which has every appearance of being a front company.

28.12. The Contractor undertakes to supply the Council of Europe Development Bank on request with all supporting documents relating to the conditions of the contract’s execution. The Council of Europe Development Bank may carry out whatever documentary or on-the-spot checks it deems necessary to find evidence in cases of suspected unusual commercial expenses.

28.13. The Contracting Authority reserves the right to suspend or cancel the procedure, where the award procedure proves to have been subject to substantial errors, irregularities or fraud. Where such substantial errors, irregularities or fraud are discovered after the award of the Contract, the Contracting Authority may refrain from concluding the Contract.
