Regarding the request for explanations, which you sent us on January 01, 2014 (registered by the Ordering Party under nº 15) about the public procurement procedure: "Elaboration of the Main Project for multi-family housing facilities and the execution of works according to the documentation, within the sub-project: Construction of apartments for young researchers of the University of Kragujevac", number IOP/3-2013, we send you the following answers:


Answer to question nº 1:


The tender documentation clearly designates the banks, whose guarantees are accepted by the investor. The counter-guarantee mentioned in the tender documentation mainly refers to the case of non-residents, whose banks do not meet the tender criteria. In that case, it is necessary to submit a guarantee issued by a national bank from the list contained in the tender documentation, together with the counter-guarantee of the foreign bank. In this context, "counter-guarantee" means that a bank that is acceptable for the investor accepts to issue a guarantee to the bidder in favor of the investor, based on the guarantee issued by the bidder's bank (which was not approved by the investor) in favor of a bank that is acceptable for the investor. In case that your bank is not in the list of banks that are acceptable for the tender, this model can be used to overcome the problem.

Answer to question nº 2:


The bidders' consortium should collectively meet the requested conditions, mentioned in item 2.3.1.a., related to business income, while the leading member of the bidders' consortium should ensure at least 50% of the conditions. The bidders' consortium should collectively meet the requested conditions, mentioned in item 2.3.1.b., while the leading member of the bidders' consortium should have executed 15,000 m2 in the last 5 years for its kind of works of its part of the project. For example, if a collective bid is submitted by a construction company and a company that designs and executes installations, each of them should individually have references for 15,000 m2 of constructions and 15,000 m2 of installations in the 5 years (collectively).
The total references for designed objects should be at least five (5) projects of similar nature and/or complexity to the object of the proposed contract, i.e. the design, construction, enlargement or reconstruction in order to ensure the full functionality of business facilities, housing and business facilities, public projects and complex objects that include a minimal designed and executed surface of 15,000 m2 (fifteen thousand square meters) of newly built or reconstructed surface in the last 5 (five) years.
At individual level, it is necessary to submit references of at least two main projects with a minimum of 5,000 m2 of gross building surface and at least two built objects with a minimum surface of 5,000 m2, in order to prove that the consortium members are able to design and execute objects with the same surface as the one proposed in the contract.


Answer to question nº 3:


It is enough to have a confirmation on the validity of the licenses during the current year. The Chamber of Engineers issues confirmations on the validity of licenses during the current year from the date when the license was issued. New confirmations on the validity of licenses will be submitted during the executions of the works.
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Answer to question nº 4:


The bidder is obliged to employ permanently the people that will manage the design and execution of the project, whose references are contained in table 2.3.2.a. of the tender documentation. The bidder must engage on any basis the people, whose references are contained in table 2.3.2.b. of the tender documentation. This condition applies exclusively to bidders and groups of bidders.

Answer to question nº 5:


As evidence of the technical capacity described in item 3, section 2.3 "Qualification Data", it is enough to fill out and submit Form 3.5.6. In case that the equipment is hired, there must be attached the documents mentioned in the form, including a document by the owner, confirming the availability of rented equipment.


If there is any doubt, the bidder is obliged to submit additional evidence at the request of the Ordering Party.


Answer to question nº 6:


Forms must not be filled out necessarily by the bank employee, but by the bidder, as it is written in the text.


Answer to question nº 7:


The proposed text of the guarantee, which is contained in the tender documentation, must be essentially incorporated in the guarantee issued by your bank, printed of course on the letterhead paper of the bank.

Answer to question nº 8:


In the stage of submitting the bid, it is enough to have a letter by the bank on its readiness to issue the requested guarantee, in case that its client wins the tender.
