To whom it may concern
Referring to the clarification request you sent us on 11.02.2014 (registered with the Ordering Party under reference no. 416), regarding the public procurement: “Development of the main design of multifamily residential building and execution of construction works on the building in accordance with the prepared documentation, within the subproject of construction of housing for young researchers of the University of Kragujevac“, no. IOP/3-2013, below please find our answers:

Answer to the question under item 1:
It is required to provide licensed engineers as per the qualification requirement, providing all licences where “and” is indicated, and one of the mentioned licences where “or” is indicated.

Answer to the question under item 2:
The Bidders are not obliged to prove that they are not in any dispute. The form no. 3.5.8 “History of disputes” includes information about the details indicated in the given form which should be provided by the Bidder when submitting the Bid. If the Bidder has had no disputes arising from the Agreements it performed or has been performing in last 5 years, it shall complete and submit the subject form, with an indication that it has had no disputes.
Referring to proving the requirements indicated in the reasons for the exclusion of Bidders from the procurement procedure, if the Bidder is registered in the Register of Bidders at the Business Registers Agency of the Republic of Serbia, that is, at a competent register for non-resident Bidders, and if the Bidder provides the information/evidence within its Bid, when submitting its Bid it is not obliged to prove its fulfillment of conditions/criteria as indicated in Section 2.3 of the Bidding Documents - Reasons for the exclusion of Bidders from the procurement procedure (common evidence pursuant to the law of the country of their incorporation that they are not classified under the mentioned categories).
If the Bidder is not registered in the Register of Bidders at the Business Registers Agency of the Republic of Serbia, that is, at a relevant register for non-resident Bidders, the resident Bidders shall submit evidence set forth in Article 77, Paragraph 1, Item 1. to 4. of the Law on Public Procurements of the Republic of Serbia (Official Gazette of the Republic of Serbia no. 124/12), that is, common evidence pursuant to the law of the country of their incorporation that they are not classified under the mentioned categories for non-resident Bidders.

In case of any doubt, the Bidder shall submit additional evidence on the above mentioned, if thus required by the Ordering Party.
